He went to the hospital.  As a matter of fact that he passed out in the car for few minutes.  He suddenly developed loss of consciousness and was seen at emergency room of a hospital.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.  The patient was confused and disoriented for the next few days.  The patient continues to have significant headaches.
Since the event, the patient has headache.  The patient has intermittent headache.  The patient lost chain of thought.  The patient has mental fogginess.  The patient was word finding difficulties.
The patient is currently just got out of the army.  The patient previously was in the army he was in the air defense.  The patient tells me that he has chronic headache work finding difficulties, mental fogginess has significantly affected his work.  The patient was not able to concentrate and focus at work.  The patient has difficulty to keep track of different tasks at work.  The patient sometimes has difficulty express himself with word findings difficulties.
