Ms. Sims was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. This is a 69-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of COPD. The patient also suffers from diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, hypertension, O2 dependency, ADL dependency and weakness. The patient has increased shortness of breath. She is short of breath even with oxygen at rest and with any type of speaking and/or activity. She is now using her nebulizer more often at least five to six times a day. Her MAC is 22.5. She has pedal edema because of pulmonary hypertension and cor pulmonale related to her hypertension and dilated right side. Her KPS score is at 40%. Increased confusion due to hypoxemia is evident. She states she has not lost any weight after she lost 2.5 to 3 pounds last month. She is dependent on other people to be able to do her chores on a daily basis. The patient’s anxiety is better controlled at this time with current medications and the nurse’s instruction as to how to deal with anxiety non-medically. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
