CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of recent visit with continued congestion. He states he is not any better. He also complains of bites on his left neck for the few days, unknown insect.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, high lipid disease, with borderline diabetes, off medications, with deafness and blindness.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits except for rhinorrhea. Neck: Erythema of the left lateral neck and patches without evidence of urticaria or cellulitis. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup pharyngitis and sinusitis and also local reaction to insect bites.
PLAN: Because of respiratory symptoms, the patient was given Rocephin 1 g again and to repeat Medrol Dosepak and finish up Z-PAK last day with addition of Keflex 500 mg four times a day with followup with PCP next week if needed.
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
