The patient presents with history of sore throat and frontal headache for the past two days with diarrhea once today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of strep with tonsillectomy at 3 years of age without problems much since.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient has strep testing performed with negative findings.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Non-strep pharyngitis, nonspecific diarrhea, and headache; probably viral by etiology.
PLAN: The patient was given Z-PAK to cover for possibility of strep. Follow up with regular doctor and here if needed.
