CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of fever for the past several days while with father with reports of having emesis, also with a rash to the groin after leaving diapers on. According to grandmother, father and mother have histories of drug abuse, mother is currently using, has supervised visitation. Father is questionably using or not, but he has visitation.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: As above. Living with grandmother and great-grandmother alternating custody of school, chaperone visitation with mother because of drug abuse, father currently with visitation.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory other than rash as above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Temperature 102, recently given Motrin. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of the pharynx. Neck: 1+ adenopathy of the neck. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Erythema to left groin.

The patient had routine testing with positive strep test.

DIAGNOSIS: Strep pharyngitis, secondary vomiting.
PLAN: The patient is given amoxicillin to take for 10 days with temperature precautions. Follow up with PCP. Also, given prescription for Zofran for nausea and vomiting. Advised not to wear diapers as long as possible and to apply protective ointment cream to groin to help rash to clear with the diaper rash present. History of parental negligence with supervised visitation to mother, support from grandmother and great-grandmother, currently in their custody. Grandmother was advised to notify Child Protective Services if necessary with supervision of father if necessary.
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
