She said she came in today because she thinks she noticed some pus. The patient said pain is approximately 6/10 increased with touch is non-radiating confined to the right lower region of her abdomen. She denies chills or myalgias. Said she is eating and drinking well. Denies body aches.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies trauma. Denies diarrhea. Denies headache. Denies blurred vision or double vision.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented obese young lady.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 96% at room air.

Blood pressure 130/86.
Pulse 65.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.9.
HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion or rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No adventitious sounds.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: In the right lower quadrant of the optimal area; there is a 0.8 cm abscess with localized erythema. No fluctuance. It is tender to palpation. No discharge or bleeding.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Infected ulcer.
2. Localized cellulitis.
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PLAN: Today, she received injection of Rocephin 1 g IM. She was observed in the clinic for approximately 15 minutes then reevaluated. She said she has no side effects from the medication and is comfortable being discharge. She was sent home with bacitracin topical to apply twice a day at site and Bactrim DS 800/160 mg she will take one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #10. She will return in three days for reevaluation. She says she understands and will comply. The patient also encouraged to complete the CT scan of her abdomen, which she was given several weeks ago. She said she understands and will comply also.
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
