HISTORY: This is a 49-year-old gentleman here for ear pain. The patient stated he was seen recently for approximately 48 hours ago for the same pain. Has been taking the medication with no improvement. He said there is some improvement, but he still has a positive feeling in his ears.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies chills or myalgia. Denies headache. Denies blurred vision or double vision. Denies neck pain. Said he is eating and drinking well. No vomiting or diarrhea.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 142/96.

Pulse is 81.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature 97.7.

EAR: Mild erythema of his external ear canal on the right effusion is present behind his ears. Fusion appears purulent, dull, and light reflex. No mastoid tenderness.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Ear pain.
2. Otitis media.
3. Ear fusion.
4. Otitis externa.
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PLAN: The patient request to be seen by a specialist. He will be referred to otolaryngologist as per his network. He was given the following medication:
1. Allegra 180 mg one p.o. daily for 30 days #30.
2. Zithromax 250 mg two p.o. now one p.o. daily until gone #6. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none. He was advised to take Tylenol over-the-counter for pain and discomfort.
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
