PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS:

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

ASSESSMENT: Vertigo (BPPV).
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PLAN: Dix Hallpike maneuver was done was positive, which is consistent with BPPV. The patient was offered labs and ultrasound to assess his secretory system. He said he is now hurry he has be somewhere, but will come back next Thursday to have these studies done.
