CHIEF COMPLAINT: Chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 60-year-old male with two-month history of chest pain. Pain is dull, left-sided, nonradiating and pain is sometimes associated with palpitations, but no other symptoms. Pain occurs during walking, but in general is not brought on by walking.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Mitral valve prolapse.

2. Palpitations.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Left ankle surgery.

2. Right shoulder surgery.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient reports that he was an endurance athlete, but currently he is eating a lot of rich foods as his daughter is anorexic and he is eating in relation to his current social circumstances.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Cardiac: He has chest pain and palpitations.
Vascular: He describes having varicosities.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 117/63, pulse 66, respiratory rate 18, height 72”, and weight 198.2 pounds.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 56 bpm. There is low limb lead voltage. ECG otherwise is unremarkable.

IMPRESSION:

1. Chest pain.

2. Palpitations.

3. Borderline abnormal ECG.

4. Bradycardia.

5. History of mitral valve prolapse.

PLAN: We will perform stress test, echocardiogram, and Zio Patch. I will see the patient in followup in one month.
