This is a 46-year-old woman, nurse, hospice owner who on or about 04/27/25 presented to the surgical center for “Mommy Makeover.” The patient underwent “Mommy Makeover” at the DBA Surgical Center in Houston, Texas, by Dr. Dari Agibuti. The patient went into surgery at 7 a.m., at 10:30 p.m. she was still in surgery. Subsequently, she had cardiac arrest, shortly after that went to the Emergency Room at Memorial Hermann, O2 sat in the 70s. The patient underwent CPR intubation. The CRP caused the dislodgement of the breast implant to the left flank. CT scan showed pneumoperitoneum, subsequently required exploratory laparotomy where a nicked bowel was found. The patient subsequently developed renal failure, had multiple CT scans done, underwent hemodialysis for a short time. She is back at home now with mattress/retention stitches to hold her skin together in the abdominal area. The area appears clean and does not appear to be leaking. There is no sign of infection. The patient was treated with vancomycin, cefepime and Flagyl in the past, but not taking any antibiotics at this time. The patient was hospitalized over 20 days, is undergoing rehab at home. The patient has had gained weight from 207 to 254 pounds related to her renal failure. The patient is actually making good progress. She is scheduled to see the surgeon for retention sutures and the retention sutures will be kept in place at this time. No antibiotics or other medications were given.
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
