Dear Dr. Kozlovski:

This is a followup for Mr. Nemeth who has chronic kidney disease, diabetes and hypertension.  Last visit in November.  No hospital visit.  Uses a cane.  Minor weight loss.  Not too hungry, but two meals a day.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Taste is back and nasal congestion.  No purulent material or bleeding.  Denies infection in the urine.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.
Review of Systems:  Otherwise is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight Norvasc, bisoprolol, insulin Toujeo and Trulicity.  No anti-inflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Weight 170 pounds and blood pressure by nurse 145/80.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries from March; creatinine 1.58, which is baseline.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal calcium and albumin.  Liver function tests not elevated.  Present GFR 43 stage IIIB.  Normal white blood cells and platelets.  Mild anemia 13.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable over time.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Underlying diabetes and hypertension.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium or add bicarbonate.  No metabolic acidosis.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal calcium.  Continue diabetes, blood pressure and cholesterol treatment.  Last A1c 6.9.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
