This is a followup consultation on Shanteah Willis.

This 42-year-old female was seen initially on 05/07/25 for thrombocytosis. A lab review, which was sent recently from rheumatologist showed WBC of 10.4, hemoglobin 13.2, hematocrit 40, platelet 517,000 rest of the CBC and CMP unremarkable.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Thrombocytosis.

2. History of menorrhagia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Slightly elevated platelet count most likely from menorrhagia and subsequent intermittent anemia and iron deficiency, which does not require any treatment other than maybe baby aspirin once daily. A close followup with CBC might suffice.
