HISTORY: This is a 2-year-old child accompanied by mother who states child has fever and has been pulling on her ears. Mother states this has been going on for approximately eight days, but it is worse today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother stated she brought child in because she had a fever of 105 or 104 yesterday. She gave Tylenol and Motrin, which helped.
She reports runny nose, states nares are congested.
She reports child has cough with decreased appetite.

She states that the child appears to be having pain in her throat especially when she swallows and is not sleeping well at night.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented. The patient is interactive. She has moist mucous membranes, appears in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

Blood pressure 89/63.
Pulse 120.

Respirations 22.

Temperature 98.0.
EARS: Erythematous TM with effusion. TM is dull to light reflex. Effusion appears purulent.
THROAT: Mildly injected. No exudates. Uvula is midline and mobile. She has got mild erythema on tonsils, pharynx and uvula.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding. No visible peristalsis. Normal bowel sounds.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. The patient bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Otitis media acute.
2. Cough.

3. Fever.

4. Sore throat.

The following tests were done in the clinic today:

1. Strep negative.
2. COVID negative.

The patient was sent home with the following medications:
1. Amoxicillin 250 mg/5 mL, one teaspoon p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days #150 mL.
2. Bromfed 2/10/30/5 mL, she will take 5 mL q.i.d. p.r.n. for cough for 10 days #200 mL.

3. Motion 100 mg/5 mL one teaspoon p.o. t.i.d. p.r.n. for pain/fever.
Mother was advised to increase fluids, to come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
