HISTORY: This is a 20-year-old female here with neck pain.
The patient indicated that two days ago she was in a bar and was offered a drink by a strange male after which she stated she woke up in a hotel room. She states she is not sure what happened, but she woke up with pain in her neck and pain in her thigh region. The patient indicated that she did not make a report to the police because she stated “I am 20 years old and was not old enough to the drink”. She describes pain as sharp, rated pain 7/10 increased with motion and stated the pain within her thigh increased with pressure or touch and also motion.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 109/74.

Pulse 65.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.2.

NECK: Tenderness to the lateral surface of her C-Spine on the left. No tenderness to the bony structures of her C-spine. No step off. No crepitus with range of motion. No deformity.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
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ABDOMEN: Tenderness in the suprapubic region. Normal bowel sounds.

In her thigh, there is abrasion.

The patient refused pelvic exam.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Date rape.
2. Vaginal pain.

3. Multiple abrasions.

4. Neck pain.

Today, we did a urinalysis and urine pregnancy test. Pregnancy test is negative. Urinalysis is unremarkable. The patient’s abdomen and pelvic was ultrasound, ultrasound for early implantation, for damage to her sexual organs, ultrasound for interruption of circulation to her abdomen or of pelvic region. Ultrasound was unremarkable.
Labs are drawn. Labs include CBC, CMP, HCG serum, hepatitis B, hepatitis C, HIV, and RPR. A GC and chlamydia was done by urine.
The patient received the following medications in the clinic today:
1. Toradol 60 mg IM for neck pain.

2. Rocephin 500 mg prophylaxis for STDs.
She was sent home with:

1. Plan B, she will take one, advised to take it before 72 hours as this medication works best within 72 hours.
2. Doxycycline 100 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.
The patient was reassured. She was advised to make an official police report. She states she is afraid. However, her father indicated he will.

The patient was given a work excuse to return to work on 05/21/2025.
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
