SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie is 67-year-old married Caucasian male has been in treatment for schizoaffective disorder. Indicated that he has been doing great. His wife concurred with it. He decided sleeping good, eating good, and getting along well with everyone. He has not shown any behavior dangers to self or others. He was alert and oriented. Mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. His speech was clear. He indicated that he has plenty of medication left and he does not know why. I further discussed with them supplying only four weeks supply of the medications how it can be more but if it is more he should always hold at the pharmacy. Currently, he is on Seroquel 100 mg twice a day, Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime, and Depakote ER 500 mg twice a day. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness. The patient was educated about the medication, provided support, insight, and also cognitive behavioral therapy, supportive therapy, and appreciate his behavior towards his wife and maintain like it.

PLAN: A 30-day supply was ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
