The patient states no new complaints. No problems noted per nursing staff.  The patient just came back from the hospital after having another diverticular bleed and decision was made to discontinue Xarelto forever because of multiple hospitalizations due to diverticular bleed.
ROS:
10-point system is negative.

O:
Patient is alert and awake, in no obvious distress. Vital signs as per chart.

HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple, no lymphadenopathy, no thyromegaly.

CARDIOVASCULAR: S1-S2 heard, no murmur.

LUNGS: Normal percussion note, vesicular breath sounds. No crackles or wheezes.

ABDOMEN: Soft, no tenderness, no organomegaly, no masses palpable.

EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema, positive peripheral pulses.
A:
Chronic diverticulosis, atrial fibrillation, hypertension, alcoholic liver cirrhosis, and peripheral vascular disease.
P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient has been in the facility after the hospitalization for the last four to five days.  Now, he has not had any bleeding and his Xarelto was discontinued.  He will be seeing cardiologist and GI for followup.  He is eating okay.
