The patient is being seen today for face-to-face evaluation. The patient is a 68-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure. The patient also has hypertension, dyspnea, and weakness.

The patient is short of breath at all times with activity and at rest.

He belongs to New York Heart Association Class IV of congestive heart failure.

He has a KPS score of 40% and has bouts of confusion because of hypoxemia most likely.

Mr. Judkins’ O2 sat today is at 94% on room air. The patient has decreased appetite, not eating as much. O2 sat was at 97% on 2 L. Blood pressure is stable at 120/70. He uses a walker to get around because of his shortness of breath. His LMAC is 20 cm. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. Recommend continue with oxygen at all times; by the way, he does have right-sided heart failure with pedal edema contributing to his shortness of breath.
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
