Mr. Cunningham is a 44-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with degenerative disease of the nervous system. He is showing decreased appetite, decreased weight, increased dependency on other people, and increased confusion. He lives with the caretaker/friend, name RP. He tells me that the patient is now becoming more and more dependent. Other findings include decreased memory, decreased mentation, decreased activity, decreased weight, ADL dependence as I mentioned, decreased ambulation, high risk of fall, and overall has lost 25 pounds to begin with initially. Blood pressure today was 126/69. O2 sats 96% on room air. 21 cm LMAC noted. The patient is oriented to person only. The patient’s pain appears to be managed with current medication. He also has issues with tremors and weakness which causes to have increased dependability on other people for ADL as well. Overall prognosis is quite poor for Mr. Doug Cunningham given his rather significant decline over the past few months.
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
