A 70-year-old woman on hospice with history of COPD. She is on 2 L of oxygen continuous. O2 sats 93% today on 2 L of oxygen. She requires neb treatment on regular basis at least four to five times a day.

Her blood pressure is better controlled since she has better pain control at this time. She has right-sided heart failure, tachycardia, pedal edema, cor pulmonale, and is more short of breath than she has been in the past. The patient requires much more effort for her to move around because of progression of her COPD. Blood pressure is 150/75. Decreased appetite. LMAC is 28.5 cm. She requires help with ADL. Bowel and bladder incontinence is the hallmark of her weakness. She has 3+ edema in the lower extremity. Her other comorbidities include the following: Hypertension, history of asthma, and exacerbation of COPD. KPS score is at 50% now. Continues to show worsening of her breathing and increased shortness of breath with activity at rest and requiring more neb treatments during the day. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. It is important that she started with a higher KPS and her KPS has dropped over the course of her hospice and palliative stay.
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
