An 88-year-old gentleman lives with his wife, Annie, of 36 years now. The patient’s power of attorney is his sister name Sheila who has met me here at the house. She states she cannot stand coming to the house because her brother “looks so bad.” She states that the last time he stood up his pants fell, there was no other way to make any more holes in his belt. He is not eating. He is losing weight. He is of course bowel and bladder dependent and by the way currently on hospice with history of protein-calorie malnutrition. Very confused. Smells of urine. His wife is not able to take care of him. She also has a history of dementia as well. ADL dependent. Both the patient and wife adamantly refused to go to a group home. O2 sat today is only 90% on room air. KPS is 40%. MAC was at 24 cm before; today, the current MAC has now dropped to 22.7 cm. The patient also has a history of parkinsonism, dyskinesia, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia. Overall prognosis is quite poor. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. Overall prognosis is quite poor. He most likely less than six months to live. Continues to be appropriate for hospice with protein-calorie malnutrition with significant weight loss and muscle wasting. KPS is 40% and of course lives with his wife Annie. Total bowel and bladder incontinent and total ADL dependency.
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
