Mr. Karim is being certified for hospice care today. The patient is a 94-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of dementia and other diseases classified elsewhere. He has severe encephalopathy, anxiety, hyperlipidemia, gastroesophageal reflux, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, osteoarthritis, history of glaucoma, and chronic constipation. His KPS is at 25.1%. He is ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. He is confused at all times. No longer oriented to person, place or time. He has a KPS score of 40% with declining FAST score of 7B. The patient lives with his spouse, sleeping 12-14 hours a day with decreased mentation and shortness of breath with any type of activity. He has issues with aspiration and continues to decline with protein-calorie malnutrition, weight loss, and decreased appetite as expected in patients with endstage dementia. Overall prognosis is poor, expected to do poorly, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
