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NEUROLOGICAL PROGRESS REPORT
Dear Professional Colleagues,
Paul Griffin was seen today for neurological reevaluation having suffered an adverse outcome on the submission of his paperwork for DMV reinstatement of his commercial driver’s license.

By his report, an addendum was provided from your office to the DMV and apparently the consequence of this was that he received a Letter of Restriction for his commercial driver’s license, but he did not lose his class C license.

As you remember, he presented with a history of some possible alteration in his mental status for which brain imaging was unremarkable.

He completed diagnostic static and ambulatory electroencephalograms at Oroville Hospital, interpreted by professor Dr. John Schmidt, M.D., which showed multiple episodes of spike and polyspike and wave activity with a right frontotemporal focus spreading to the left documented on the EEG tracing and the report.

With these findings and his clinical history of a possible epileptiform spell, he was initiated on Keppra at 250 mg at a reduced dosage of half a tablet twice a day. By his and his partner’s report, this has quelled a number of his problems of attention and nocturnal arousals after sleep onset with unusual nocturnal behavior.

He has suffered no adverse reactions to the Keppra medication, which he has continued on a regular basis.
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As you may remember, the development of frontal or frontotemporal epilepsy without generalized convulsions can be seen in individuals exposed to the COVID virus.

In consideration of his history and these problems and findings, we will obtain a copy of the second letter that was submitted to the DMV and I will contact them directly regarding the consequences of whatever information they received since at this time. He has no evidence of active epilepsy disease and he is compliant on his current medications not experiencing any particular difficulty.

I will send a followup report after I receive his information and I talk with the DMV supervisor.
