Dear Dr. Anderson:
This is a followup visit for Mr. Gimmey with hypertension, history of right nephrectomy and stable kidney function.  His last visit was May 20, 2024.  Since that time Dr. Lu surgically removed seven kidney stones from his left kidney and he is scheduled to have a followup imaging to make sure there is no recurrence of stones and he does see Dr. Liu on a regular basis since he has only a single kidney after his right nephrectomy.  He has been feeling well.  He reports that his wife had a lung transplant in January 2025 and she has had kind of rough course, but she is currently back home and doing very well at this point.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  I want to highlight lisinopril 10 mg daily and other routine medications are unchanged.
Physical Examination:  Weight is 166 pounds that is a 4-pound decrease over the last year, pulse 93 and blood pressure left arm sitting large adult cuff is 120/80.  Neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear without rales, wheezes or effusion.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  No ascites.  No peripheral edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done May 13, 2025, creatinine is stable 1.15, estimated GFR is greater than 60, albumin 4.6, calcium 9.9, phosphorus 3.7 and intact parathyroid hormone 59.2.  Electrolytes are normal.  Hemoglobin is 15.2 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Hypertension well controlled.
2. History of right nephrectomy for renal carcinoma and stable renal function.  He should have labs every 6 to 12 months and he will have a followup visit with this practice in 12 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
