Dear Sister Macht:
This is a followup for Roxann with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in November.  No emergency room or hospital visits.  Her partner *_______* with cancer.  The patient uses a walker.  No falls.  Morbid obesity.
Review of System:  I did an extensive review of system right now being negative.
Medications:  Medication list review.  Inhalers, losartan, ARB amlodipine, diuretics, Aldactone and Jardiance.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 234 and blood pressure by nurse 160/56.  Needs to check it at home.  Prior aortic valve replacement.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  2+ edema.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries, normal kidney function, over the years have fluctuated from normal to sometimes high in the 1.5.  Stable anemia.  Other chemistries review.
Assessment and Plan:  Present kidney function appears normal.  There has been fluctuations overtime.  Etiology not clear as she denies any upper or lower gastrointestinal losses.  She is on stable dose of diuretics and Jardiance.  She does not appear to be dehydrated or volume overload.  No decompensation or CHF.  She has prior aortic valve replacement, not symptomatic.  Continue present diabetes blood pressure management.  Tolerating ARB losartan among others.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Present potassium and acid base normal.  No needs for phosphorus binders.  Nutrition and calcium normal.  Glucose well controlled.  I do not have an A1c.  Follow with cardiology for her valve problems with prior echo moderate stenosis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
