Dear Dr. Holley:
This is a followup for Mrs. Price with chronic kidney disease donated a kidney to an uncle.  Last visit in November.  Symptoms of heartburn, takes as needed famotidine.  Denies dysphagia, vomiting, change appetite or weight.  Denies diarrhea or bleeding.  Good urine output.  No infection.  Chronic dyspnea.  Follows cardiology Dr. Krepostman.  She is already close to 16 years since aortic valve replacement because of myxoma.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No oxygen.  No orthopnea or PND.
Review of System:  Done being negative.
Medications:  I want to highlight Norvasc and the only blood pressure treatment remains on Pravachol.
Physical Examination:  Weight 152 and blood pressure at home 130s/80s, here was 140/80.
Labs:  Chemistries from January, creatinine 1.4 stable.  No gross anemia.  Electrolyte and acid base normal.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Phosphorus not available.  Bilirubin elevated, previously normal.  Other liver function is normal.
Assessment and Plan:  Chronic kidney disease stage III donated a kidney to family member.  No evidence of progression or symptoms.  Blood pressure in the office fair and at home well controlled present medications.  There has been no anemia and no EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No need for bicarbonate.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Incidental high bilirubin that needs to be updated.  Exposed to statins.  She is inquiring about A1c for diabetes.  Prior fasting glucose normal.  Prior normal thyroid.  All issues discussed with the patient.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
