Dear Troy:
This is a followup for Mr. Lee with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in November.  No hospital emergency room.  Weight and appetite stable.  Isolated nausea.  Occasionally vomiting.  No epigastric discomfort.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No vomiting blood.  Hard of hearing.  Minor nocturia.  Trying to do low salt.  Night cramps but no claudication.  No chest pain, palpitation, syncope or increase of dyspnea.  Only blood pressure right now Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Weight 174, previously 172 and blood pressure 140/40 on the right and 138/44 on the left.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No gross arrhythmia.  No gross edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV.  Creatinine is stable.  GFR 21 stage IV.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Potassium in the upper side.  Does not require treatment.  Normal acid base.  Normal nutrition.  Phosphorus has not required binders.  Normal calcium.  Anemia stable.  No EPO treatment.  No external bleeding.  Dialysis is done for GFR less than 15 and symptoms.  I sent for dialysis class AV fistula when consistent GFR less than 20.  Present blood pressure is stable.  They go to Florida for the winter.  I will see him before that.  All issues discussed with the patient.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
