Dear Rebecca:

This is a followup for Mrs. Wilson with history of calcium oxalate stones, obstructive uropathy and renal failure.  Last visit in November.  There has been no activity for stones.  No abdominal back pain.  No cloudiness or blood in the urine.  No frequency or urgency.  No fever, nausea, vomiting or bowel problems.  She keeps herself very physically active.  Denies any chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.
Medications:  Medication list review.  I will highlight the diuretics indapamide, tolerating Farxiga, Mounjaro and cholesterol treatment.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 247 stable and blood pressure by nurse 104/79.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No abdominal flank tenderness.  No gross edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries in May, mild anemia.  Creatinine 1.41, which is baseline representing GFR 42 stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Has not required EPO treatment.  Blood pressure appears to be in the low side but not symptomatic.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Bicarbonate elevated from diuretics.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal albumin and calcium.  No EPO treatment.  Tolerating Farxiga and Mounjaro without side effects.  No recurrence of calcium oxalate stones.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
