PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

5. I am going to have him come back next week after he finishes the antibiotic. We will check urine.
6. Again, ultrasound of the kidney, liver, bladder, and spleen all within normal limits.
