SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he is on metoprolol 25 mg tablet one tablet twice a day along with low-salt diet and atorvastatin 80 mg once a day for hypercholesterolemia. The patient is requesting refill and also wife stated that the patient feels weak during the working hours and he had significant coronary artery disease resulting in coronary artery bypass surgery and he is going to be seen by cardiologist. The patient is not able to cope up with the work due to his heart condition.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema.

I had a long discussion with the patient and his wife and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding. The patient needs extensive evaluation by the cardiologist.
