CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for hypertension, hypercholesterolemia, and dizziness.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his caregiver is not going to come for one week and he is worried about his well being and the patient has sister lives far away and the patient refused to go to the emergency room and we will discuss with sister regarding the patient’s medical care. The patient stated that he has no chest pain or shortness of breath and he takes medications as prescribed.

The patient has dizziness on and off and he uses walker and has not fallen down. The patient does not have any focal weakness.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 2.5 mg tablet once a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg tablet once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient also has history of constipation but has maintained it for the last several months he is on docusate 100 mg one tablet a day as needed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives alone. His sister lives 20 miles away. The patient states that he smokes one cigarette a day and alcohol use is none. The patient has caregiver coming few times a week. The patient does not want to go nursing home.
Discussed with Home Health Agency and they are going to try to provide caregiver not sure. Meantime, I had a long discussion with sister and she is not available to take care of him. The patient’s medication which was organized by his caregiver on a weekly basis.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any carotid bruits or thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate with a walker and *_________*; however, the patient has slight hearing difficulty and the patient has hearing aid at home.

I had a long discussion with the patient’s sister and home care is working on to get him caregiver. The patient is advised to go to the emergency room if he has profound weakness or severe dizziness.
