Dear Dr. Ausiello:
This is a followup for Mr. Schenden with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in December.  Denies hospital visit.  Stable weight and appetite.  No vomiting.  No dysphagia.  No diarrhea.  Has frequency, nocturia and incontinence, but no infection, cloudiness or blood.  Has atrial fibrillation.  Follows cardiology Dr. Maander.  No chest pain.  Denies palpitation, syncope or dyspnea.  Uses inhalers as needed.  No orthopnea or PND.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.  Did have also left-sided total knee replacement in March.  No complications.
Medications:  Medication list review.  I will highlight lisinopril, Lasix, potassium and anticoagulated with Eliquis.
Physical Examination:  Weight 206 and blood pressure by nurse 118/76.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries May, creatinine 1.45 baseline.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  GFR 39 stage IIIB.  Normal calcium, albumin and phosphorus.  Anemia 12.3.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Underlying hypertension, hypertensive nephrosclerosis and small kidney on the right-sided without obstruction or urinary retention.  Prior exposure to antiinflammatory agents.  Present potassium and acid base normal.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition.  No need for EPO treatment.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
