Dear Terry:

This is a followup Marcia with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in November.  Stable weight.  No reported vomiting, diarrhea or bleeding.  Tolerating Mounjaro, some esophageal reflux.  No infection in the urine.  Stable restless legs and numbness.
Review of Systems:  Other review of systems negative.

Medications:  Medication list review.  I am going to highlight ARB valsartan, Jardiance, bisoprolol and Mounjaro.
Physical Examination:  Weight 272 and blood pressure 158/72.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Recent chemistries, mild anemia.  Creatinine 1.26 representing GFR 45 stage III.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, albumin and calcium.  Phosphorus not elevated.  Good control diabetes A1c 5.6.  Lipid profile normal.  High calcium.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Elevated calcium.  Discontinue vitamin D.  Recheck including PTH and vitamin D125.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Tolerating ARB among other medications.  Normal potassium, acid base, calcium and phosphorus.  No binders.  Low level proteinuria on ARBs.  Monitor chemistries.  Follow up overtime.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
