Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:

This is a followup for Joyce with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in August.  Weight and appetite stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea.  No infection in the urine.  Bilateral knee problems but no antiinflammatory agents.  Some neuropathy and restless legs but no ulcers or claudication.  Trying to be very physically active.  Uses inhalers.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No chest pain, palpitation, or syncope.  Still smoker.  No orthopnea or PND.  No sleep apnea.  Recently completed antibiotics for infection of a hair follicle.  Does not check blood pressure at home, in the office 130s/80s.

Medications:  Medication list review.  I will highlight diuretics and potassium.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 147 pounds and blood pressure by nurse 130/66.  COPD abnormalities.  Few rhonchi.  No wheezes.  No pleural effusion.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites, tenderness, or edema.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries, electrolytes and acid base normal.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Creatinine 1.48 for a GFR of 35, which is baseline.  Anemia 12.5.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Continue present blood pressure medications.  She has not been able to stop smoking.  Has COPD abnormalities.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Electrolytes and acid base stable.  She told me that there is a calcification on the right breast to be followed by an ultrasound probably a biopsy.  Prior cancer on that side with lumpectomy.  She refused years ago total mastectomy.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see her back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
