Thank you again for your continued support.

Mrs. Rosario comes for evaluation today. She is 78-year-old who generally complains of weakness. Otherwise, she says she feels okay.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of chronic anemia secondary to sickle cell trait.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 5 inches tall, weighing 142 pounds, and blood pressure 140/63.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: Her recent CBC shows hemoglobin of 10.7, hematocrit 32.8, and MCV 103.5.

DIAGNOSIS: Anemia secondary to sickle cell trait.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: She seems to be doing well. She did feel lot better when she was on prednisone low dose so I gave another prescription of prednisone 2.5 mg once daily. We will see her in three months if needed.
