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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that she was involved in traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2011, in San Antonio, Texas at Fort Sam Houston.  The patient was in combat training.  She was having advanced individual training.  It was combat competition in 2011.  The patient was kicked many times in the head repeatedly.  The patient tells me that it gave her severe head pain.  Also gave her black eyes.  The patient tells me that she got kicked at all sides of the head.  The patient tells me that night, she had confusion and disorientation.  She had a loss of consciousness for few minutes.  The patient had nausea, confusion for the rest of the day, and several days after that.  The patient went to the doctor and she was diagnosed with concussion.
The patient also had another concussion event in 2011 in San Antonio, Texas.  The patient was playing flag football.  The patient collided with another person.  The patient was hit on the head directly.  The patient immediately had loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  She was out of consciousness for about a minute.  The patient woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient went to the emergency room.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.  The patient has severe head pain, confusion and disorientation for several days after that.
The patient currently had headaches, the patient has frequent headaches almost every day.  Sometimes she has migraine headaches.  The patient has insomnia and anxiety.  The patient also has anger and mood issues.  The patient had shooting pain in the head.  The patient has memory loss.  The patient has tinnitus.  The patient has balance issues.  The patient has memory loss.  The patient has concentration difficulties.
The patient is currently working as a financial coordinator for Chiropractor Office.  The patient tells me that her headaches are significantly affecting her concentration and focus.  The patient is not able to concentrate and focus at work for financial information.  The patient also has difficulty to remember her task duties.  She was sometimes forgets what she wanted to do.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient had head injury in San Antonio, Texas in 2011.  First she was in combative competition, which she was kicked in the head many times.  She had immediate loss of consciousness and she woke-up with confusion, disorientation, and severe head pain.  The second episode while she was playing flag football in San Antonio, Texas.  She collided with somebody else and she had complete loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  When she woke-up, the patient was confused, disoriented, and severe headache.  As a matter of fact, the patient had similar symptoms for several days after that.  It is my opinion that the head injury resulting with headache, loss of consciousness, confusion, disorientation, and severe head pain, are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.  The patient as a matter of fact continues to have significant headache symptoms since then.  The patient also has tinnitus, difficulty concentrate and focus.  I believe that these are all traumatic brain injury symptoms.
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
