A 96-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with stage IV renal failure.

His wife tells me that in the past couple of weeks he has had change in his condition; he is not eating as much, he is more obtunded. He has developed three decubitus ulcers over his sacrum, two are 2.5 cm to 3 cm and one is 4 cm; these are stage III decubitus ulcers.

The patient has had off and on diarrhea. His urinary tract infection has been treated and he has not had any issues. His Foley catheter has been pulled and he is urinating well. He has severe protein-calorie malnutrition and I explained to the wife that because of that he would never heal these ulcers. We talked about using whey protein to increase his protein intake since his appetite has been down. His KPS is at 40%. FAST remains at 6E. Linda is his primary caregiver. His wife tells me that Mr. Thompson wakes up and tells his wife that he is afraid to close his eyes that he is going to die soon. Social work has been involved and has seen the patient a few times in the past four to six weeks. He requires turning every two hours to keep him from developing further decubitus ulcers. His vital signs today, blood pressure is 110/60 and O2 sats 96%. 1+ pedal edema. MAC is at 22 cm both right and left side. Decubitus ulcers are being treated. The patient is alert and oriented, but has bouts of confusion. His confusion has been increasing both in amount and lasting longer per his wife. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
