Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Palmer comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He states that he worked as a quality inspector at a local manufacturing plant. He states he had to stop in 2021 because of a loss of vision and trouble with his blood sugar control. He states he has not had an eye examination since 2020. He does not use eye drops. He denies eye surgery and trauma. Past medical history is significant for diabetes mellitus.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/60 on the right and 20/40 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –12.00 –1.50 x 005 on the right and –7.00 –3.00 x 005 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of 1.00 measures 20/70 on the right and 20/30 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 19 on the right and 21 on the left. The slit lamp examination is significant for 3+ posterior subcapsular opacification to the lens on the right and 2+ posterior subcapsular opacification to the lens on the left. The fundus examination is unremarkable. There is no retinopathy. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Humphrey 30-2 threshold test with a III4e stimulus shows greater than 55 degrees of horizontal field on the right and greater than 60 degrees of horizontal field on the left. The reliability parameters are adequate.
Assessment:
1. Cataracts.
2. Myopia.
Mr. Palmer has clinical findings that are consistent with the visual acuities and visual fields. Based upon these findings, one can understand how he would have difficulties distinguishing between small objects and reading small print. However, with proper spectacle correction, he can read moderate size print, avoid hazards in his environment, and use a computer. His prognosis is guarded in that the cataracts are likely to progress and his vision is likely to decline further in the near future. However, he has a good prognosis in that it should be very easy to correct with cataract surgery.
