This is a male diabetic, hypertensive, high-risk patient comes in for a surgical plan for lower back pain. The patient had his electrocardiogram that shows bradycardia. The patient has been explaining to me that lately while on medications he has been feeling somewhat short of breath with some pressure on his chest. This is a confession that was given to me while the patient was having the electrocardiogram. The electrocardiogram shows bradycardia with considerable amount of ST elevation, mild changes that are consistent with a circulatory problem. The patient at this point because it is basically not a dynamic electrocardiogram and the consistency of a high-risk patient that has come to my office that is 62 years old, I would suggest that I cannot clear this patient at this point, that the patient may need to have a 2D echo with a stress test at the same time to determine wall function, ejection fraction and the amount of MET energy that is required for him to reach at least a reasonable amount, so he can pass anesthesia.
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
