CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 65-year-old female seen preoperatively as she is scheduled for right distal fibula surgery.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient reports a fall approximately two years ago. She had subsequently fractured her right fibula. The patient has noted pain and instability over the last two years. She was initially treated conservatively. She underwent brace, icing, treatment with Voltaren gel and exercise. Symptoms subsequently worsened. Pain is sometimes aching and pulling and other times pain is sharp. She has difficulty with walking on any unlevel ground. Pain is worse with driving. Pain ranges from 2-8/10. Pain is sometimes worse on lying in bed.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
