CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of unhygienic teeth and gums and not able to walk long distance.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his son and he has irritation of the gums and has not had dental check for many years. The patient also has slight puffiness of the feet usually at the end of the day and he has pain in the legs upon walking 40 to 50 steps.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied swallowing difficulty, snoring, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, or loss of weight.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Oral examination reveals significant plaques and also missing teeth.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: Minor trace of pedal edema and peripheral pulses are not present and there are no ischemic changes of the toes.
NEUROLOGIC: The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
