CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of varicose veins and pain upon walking, occasional wheezing, left big toe wound and followup for hypertension.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has been using compression stockings. After he removed the stockings he has some pain in the legs and discoloration of the legs. The patient had venous Doppler studies and it showed superficial vein reflux bilaterally.

The patient has mild wheezing especially worse in the nighttime. He has seen ENT physician and he was prescribed inhaler with some relief.
The patient has healed wound on the left foot. There is no discharge or tenderness. Peripheral pulses are bilaterally equal.
Blood pressure is rechecked and it is stable.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction. He verbalized full understanding.
