This is a progress report on Janet Hudson.

The patient initially was treated by me for diffuse large cell lymphoma, which was CD10 and CD20 positive. She was treated with Rituxan with CHOP after first cycle she did become sick with neutropenia however with Neupogen her counts stabilized. Subsequently, a PET/CT scan which was done prior to the treatment came back and did not show any residual disease after one cycle, patient was not treated again. A repeat CT scan after three months did show no evidences of lymphoma.

Recently, she complained of a lesion in the mouth and she was referred to oral surgeon but it was discovered that they do not take her insurance and so I reached out to Dr. Kang and see if she could see her and see if we could do a biopsy at least the patient has insurance which some of the oral surgeon do not accept.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is 73-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 3 inches tall and weighing 150 pounds. She does have a lesion under the tongue in the mouth on the left side, which looks like a growth with leukoplakia and she had some light on it.
DIAGNOSES:

1. History of diffuse large cell lymphoma now in remission.

2. Lesion in the mouth to rule out malignancy.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Request a biopsy to find out whether this needs any further evaluation and treatment.
