PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake. He seems alert. He does interact with me well through the exam today.
VITAL SIGNS: Temperature 97.9. Respirations 18. Pulse rate is not tachycardic, within normal limits.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema is present. Oropharyngeal area: Erythematous. Mild strawberry tongue. Once again, strep test however was negative.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respiratory effort is observed.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Strep test was done, it was negative.
