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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury in 1963.  In 1963 in Japan, the patient was a military soldier.  At that time, the patient tells me that he was drinking a lot. He gets into bar fight.  The patient tells me that there were two times he began to bar fight, and then the military police would come in.  The military police will use the baton and hit his head.  This happened two times.  He gets hit so hard into the head, he immediately lost consciousness and fell to the ground.  The patient tells me that he needs to go to medical and get stitches to his head.  He was bleeding profusely.  He had severe head pain.  The patient was confused and disoriented after he got hit with the baton.  This happened two times in which he lost consciousness and required stitches two times in 1963.  Every time he would have confusion and disorientation for several days after.
Since these events, the patient had chronic headaches.  The patient memory becomes poor.  He gets disoriented a lot.  The patient has difficulty to focus and concentrate.
The patient is currently retired.  He is not working anymore.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 1963, when he was in Japan, the patient gone to a bar fight from drinking alcohol in a bar.  The patient tells me that the military police will come in and use the baton, and hit his head.  The patient had severe head pain.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  This happened twice in which he lost consciousness.  He required stitches to the head.  The patient tells me that he got stitches in several places in his head.  The patient had severe head pain, confusion, disorientation when he regained consciousness.  Since the event, the patient had significant headache.  The patient has poor memory.  The patient has confusion and disorientation since these events.  It is my opinion that the head injury by batons, immediate loss of consciousness followed by headaches, confusion and disorientation, these all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.  The patient is still having chronic headaches.  His memory is poor.  On MoCA examination, it is my opinion that the patient has sustained a traumatic brain injury.
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
