CC: Followup on right toe infection.

HPI: A 97-year-old gentleman seen in his room. He was reclined in his chair with the TV on and a blanket around him. He acknowledged me and I told him I was going to be checking the wound on his toe and he just nodded his head at me and pulled the blanket up. I was contacted a couple of days ago by Valir Hospice who followed the patient and was told that he had some breakdown on the toes of his right foot with pus drainage. Order for Bactrim DS given and he has taken it approximately two days and the hospice nurse reports that it is improving. I asked the patient if his right foot was hurting him, he just looked at me and kind of shrugged, but did not say anything. I was able to examine his foot without him trying to pull back from my touching it. Earlier I had seen the patient in the game room. He was getting around. He is in a manual wheelchair that he propels using his feet and did not seem uncomfortable doing that. He has had no falls or other acute medical issues apart from what I am seeing him for the day. 
DIAGNOSES: Severe unspecified dementia without BPSD, very hard of hearing – wears hearing aids, DM II, GERD, HLD, chronic pain management and constipation.

MEDICATIONS: Visine allergy eye drops two per eye b.i.d. p.r.n., allopurinol 100 mg on MWF, Tums chew 750 mg one q.d., docusate one tablet q.d., Norco 5/325 mg one q.6h. routine, Mag-Ox 400 mg on MWF, and MiraLAX x 1 on MWF.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR with protein drink q.d. 
HOSPICE: Valir.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Older gentleman reclined in his chair. Eyes were closed, but he opened them up and talked when I was in the room.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 115/72, pulse 68, temperature 98.1, respirations 18, and O2 sat 95% RA sat.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Slightly protuberant. Bowel sounds present. Nontender to palpation and anterolateral lung fields are relatively clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He propels his manual wheelchair and at times will request being transported. He has trace ankle edema and it resolves with elevation of legs and on his right second toe, the top has an ulcer with a yellow slough. There is some surrounding pinkness. No warmth and did not appear painful with light palpation. 

NEURO: Orientation x 1 to 2. He speaks but his speech is garbled, but when he needs to he can make his point. The patient can be directed to do things. He is generally social though he tends to watch what is going on as he cannot hear very well. 

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Right foot second toe ulceration. He is on Bactrim DS one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days and receives wound care from the hospice nurse three to four days weekly. It appears to be healing and the patient does not appear in pain.
