REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 136/72.

Pulse is 108.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.0.

LEFT EAR: Erythematous TM. TM is dull to light reflex. No effusion. Effusion is present. Effusion appears purulent. No tragal tug. No mastoid tenderness.

HEENT: Normal. Nose: Congested with clear discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Left otitis media.

2. Left ear pain.

3. Acute rhinitis.
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PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following medications: Amoxicillin 250/5 mL she will take 5 mL p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days, #150 mL and Zyrtec 1/1 mL she will take 5 mL p.o. daily for 30 days.
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
