The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Rayus is a 62-year-old single female who has been undergoing dialysis due to chronic kidney disease. She indicated that she is not getting proper attention during dialysis treatment and people are not paying any attention and they are treating her rough. I further discussed that she should discuss with her physician and also with the case manager. She indicates nobody listened to her. She described otherwise the medication has been helping her. She denies any hallucinations, depression, or any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. She is on olanzapine 5 mg at bedtime, Zoloft 100 mg daily, and oxcarbazepine 300 mg daily. Risk, benefit, and side effect are explained. The patient was also encouraged to have a therapist from the Comprehensive Counseling, which can help her on day-to-day activities. She agreed and she liked to do that. The patient was having good eye contact. Her mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Motor active was normal. There was no irritability or agitation.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder depressed, end-stage renal disease, hyperparathyroidism, chronic kidney disease, and status post bilateral mastectomy.

PLAN: Continue with the current plan. Encouraged to have a therapist, which can help her in ongoing issues and problems.
