SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Ann is a 50-year-old married Caucasian female who has been in treatment for chronic depression and has been doing fairly well. Recently, she visited her sister in West Virginia and described she has good time over there. She is right now feeling much better. She was diagnosed with coronary artery disease for which aspirin 81 mg daily was prescribed. She described her morphine and Xanax has been discontinued. She has been taking only duloxetine 30 mg b.i.d., Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily, and BuSpar 10 mg b.i.d. She described the combination of medication is balance for her and she is feeling more normal, appropriate, and attentive. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There were no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No hallucination or delusion. No involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder chronic and coronary artery disease.
