The patient has low albumin, hypoalbuminemia consistent with protein-calorie malnutrition. She also had a left inferior ramus fracture most recently, frequent falls, bowel and bladder incontinence, pressure ulcer over the right buttock and left buttock. KPS is 40%. FAST is 7D. The patient will never heal the decubitus ulcers, they appear to be unavoidable because of protein-calorie malnutrition and her diet. She continues to lose weight. She has issues with aspiration because of her advanced senile dementia, eating about 20% of her meals. Bowel and bladder incontinent. ADL dependent. Given the current situation, her demise is unavoidable, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
