CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of bladder incontinence, weight gain, and constipation.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he still has urinary incontinence and he is already on finasteride 5 mg tablet once a day. The patient is going to see urologist very soon. The patient had no fever or chills. There is no dizziness.

The patient also has gained weight. He does not have any chest pain or shortness of breath.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, exposure to infections or allergies, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he is taking care of grandkids. The patient is not smoking. His activities of daily living are limited.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement or thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance. 
There is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.
